Background and aims

The medical response to major incidents is influenced by prehospital response, transport, hospital response, communication, coordination and command. In order to achieve an optimal outcome of the response, all of these components should function in harmony with each other. Therefore, an effective and realistic training and an accurate evaluation of a medical response with regard to mortality and complications may only be obtained by training and evaluation of all components in a response chain. An advanced simulation models can be used to train and evaluate all of these components.
The aim of the present course is to train all aspects of the medical response to a major incident. 
Design of the Course
The course is given in English and is built up in two steps:

(1) Lectures + practical training session under guidance of instructors

(2) Two full-scale simulation exercises where the whole response to a major incident is trained and evaluated under guidance of instructors. All participants are actively working in their respective functions.

The 3 day Course (24-26 November) will be held at the Prehospital and Disaster Medicine Centre in Gothenburg, Sweden.
